FANTASTIC LEARNING 
EYFS 
The children continue to be highly motivated in their 
Drawing Club sessions. This week, we explored the  
story Trapdoor, which introduced some exciting new  
vocabulary, including stalking, smuggle, miniature, 
evade, grasp, foe, dozing and glide. 
The children have enjoyed using these words to enrich 
their drawings and storytelling. 
In Maths, we have been focusing on the composition of 
numbers, reviewing numbers 6 to 9 using the '5 and a bit' 
structure. We are now beginning to explore how the 
number 10 can be composed. The children are also  
developing their understanding of the ‘ten-ness of 10’ by 
making and discussing their own collections of 10  
objects.  
 
Year1/2  
KS1 had a fantastic week enjoying the great outdoors 
and making the most of the sunshine. The children loved 
planting cress, exploring plants and flowers around the 
school grounds, and taking part in Sports Day. It was a 
joyful and active week filled with learning and laughter! 
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YEAR 3 
YEAR 4 X 2 
YEAR 5/6 X 3 

Year 3/4 
This week, Year 3 and 4 have been stepping into the shoes of newspaper journalists, reporting on 
the dramatic Roman occupation of Britain and the powerful, tragic story of Boudicca’s rebellion. In 
literacy, the children have been working together to write an innovated class ending to the tale of the 
Roman people’s escape from Pompeii, exploring the event through the eyes of different characters. 
This has really helped to deepen their empathy and understanding of historical events through  
storytelling. In maths, we’ve been zooming in on the concept of a whole—investigating how it can be 
divided into tenths and hundredths—and making strong connections with our broader understanding 
of number and place value. It’s been a thought-provoking and engaging week of learning! 
 

Year 5/6 
The year 5/6 team have been busy rehearsing for “Alice in Wonderland- the musical”. It really is 
looking fabulous! In addition, this Wednesday, the children took part in a Mayan exploration day.  
Activities included: making chilli chocolate, Mayan art and ball games.

RACISM IN SCHOOLS 
Sadly, we have seen an increase in racist language and abuse recently. Any form of racism is not 
tolerated and taken very seriously.  
What is racism? 
Racism is when someone is treated unfairly, unkindly, or differently because of their skin colour, 
ethnic background, nationality, or culture. It can take many forms and can happen to both children 
and adults. 
Racism can include: 

• Name-calling, teasing, or insults based on someone's race or culture 

• Excluding someone because of their background 

• Stereotyping, or making unfair assumptions about people 

• Physical attacks or threats 
Online abuse (social media, messaging apps, etc.) 
Why it's serious: 
Racism can hurt a child's confidence, affect their mental health, and make them feel unsafe or  
unwanted. It can also create divisions and tensions in school or the community. 
Schools take bullying and prejudice seriously—even when it happens outside of school. By law, 
head teachers have the authority to deal with poor behaviour that happens outside school. If a  
student is involved in bullying, racism, or any prejudice-related incident off school grounds and the 
school finds out, staff will: 

• Look into the situation and take appropriate action 

• Report it to the local authority 
In serious cases, let the police know—especially if someone’s safety is at risk or a crime may have 
been committed 
These incidents are treated just as seriously as if they happened in school. The aim is always to 
keep children safe and ensure everyone is treated with respect, no matter where they are.

The Department for Education tracks attendance  
carefully and we aim to have an attendance figure in 
excess of 96%.  
Our attendance figure to date is 93.8%. 
  
Regular attendance is very important for children to 
achieve the best they can. If children are absent from 
school, it not only affects their education but they will 
miss out on the social side of school which affects their 
ability to make and keep friends and can dent their  
self-confidence to attempt new work and work  
alongside each other.  
 
We appreciate that attendance levels can be affected by illness, particularly colds and tummy 
bugs.  We would therefore encourage all parents to send their children into school wherever  
possible. However, if they have been ill with sickness and/or diarrhoea, please keep them off 
school until they have been symptom free for a minimum of 48 hours to prevent the bug  
spreading throughout the school community as this has a significant, adverse effect on  
attendance levels of both staff and children.
